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Art is one of the most ancient, enduring, and 
debated expressions of human existence, but if 
you ask a dozen people what art is, you will likely 
get a dozen different answers. In its simplest 
form, art is communication. It can be a painting, 
a sculpture, a melody, a movement, or even 
silence arranged with intention. Art is a story 
told through brushstrokes, feelings wrapped in 
a sculpture, and gestures embedded in a 
performance. It reaches across time and 
languages, connecting people to different ideas, 
emotions, and to each other. 
 
What makes something art may not be the 
medium or even the skill, but the intention 
behind the work. The desire to express, reflect, 
challenge, or transform oneself. In the end, art 
is not just something we look at. It’s something 
we feel, question, interpret, and carry with us. It 
asks us to pay attention to the world, each 
other, and ourselves. 
 
The Bell Tower Park Art Gallery opened its doors 
in the BTP Clubhouse Annex (where the offices 
are) a few months ago; but this isn’t your typical 
gallery. Here, the art isn’t just something to 
observe; it’s something YOU can help create. 
 
Launched by a group of resident artists and 
resident curator, Marsha Wulpi, the BTP Art 
Gallery invites residents to participate in the 

creative process through rotating community-
sourced installations. Whether you're a 
professional artist, a hobbyist, craftsman, or 
simply curious, the gallery provides a welcoming 
space to contribute your vision.
